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High Altitude Desert Environment
A Stay Hydrated

I Know how to recognize dehydration
A Protect yourself from the sun, heat & cold
A Use 02 from take-off through landing

I Know how to recognize hypoxia

A Expect a rough tow
I Take some dual in this environment
I Thermals, rotor & windshear are common
I Know how to deal with slack rope
I Know alternate landing options

A Off field landing areas are few & far between
I Be conservative as your local area knowledge improves

Attend an ASI Camp to prepare for the challenge!
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Tiedowns & Hangar

A Secure you glider at all times
I Thermals will destroy your glider on the ground
i Tail dollyds off and wing secur
I Assemble your glider with extra help (wind protected area)

A Secure your glider in designated tiedown areas
I See Lee or locals for guidance
I Tiedown your trailer too!

A Limited space in hangar (check for availability)
i Don6t open hangar doors without
I Only one end of hangar open at a time (no exceptions!)
I Get help moving glideros, treat
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Tiedown Areas

A Radio communication between tow and glider pilots is required
before takeoff

A Important Frequencies
i On tow or below 7000MSL i 122.9MHz
I Off tow and above 7000MSL (optional) i 123.3 MHz
i NorCal Tracon 126.3 MHz
I Reno ATIS T 135.8 MHz
I Glider Transponder Code i 0440 (when not in contact with ATC)

A We share airspace with Reno traffic

I Airline approach patterns vary
A 11000 to 9000 MSL descents inline with Reno 16 runway
A ~11000 left base entries over valley for Reno 16 runway
A Be alert for airliners above 7000 MSL at all times

I Use a transponder set to 0440.
I Contact NorCal & monitor as appropriate
i Familiarize yoursel f wiGommmPmk&uoéeds Recom
