Thermaling Camp is five days of soaring talk and practice. Daily lectures, demonstrations, and flights start at 8:30 AM and continue through at least 5:00 PM.  The week is topped off with a banquet and celebration of accomplishments on Friday evening.

requisites


Participants must have a Private Pilot Glider certificate or a Student Pilot certificate with 5 hours solo experience.   Participants must provide their own glider and glider liability insurance. Glider rentals are available at Air Sailing Gliderport from the Nevada Soaring Association. 

Costs




A $250 participant fee per glider ($100 per additional pilot per glider) includes initial Air Sailing Membership and five days of training and course materials. The participant fee also includes a $50 registration deposit, non-refundable for registrants who cancel less than two weeks prior to the event. Tow charges, living expenses, glider rentals, and incidental costs (e.g., oxygen, end-of-camp banquet), are not included in the participant fee.
